· Diversity Camp – 30 athletes attended the Olympic Training Center

· Biggest years to come in Media TV broadcasting to come (LC, SC, PAC, 2010 Duel, FINA . . . . .)

· Make a Spash – 37,000 in 25 states + 6.900 in lessons; 2nd leading cause of death under 15 is drowning

· 2009 Aquatic Sports Convention, 09/15/2009 - 09/20/2009, Chicago
· Officials will have new DQ slips; new starter clinic; 

· Official Chair – extend certification from 2 to 3 years (maybe) – 

· Video in FINA – 8 cameras – underwater – within 15 meters of each end – separate room.  Officials in room can only to CONFIRM or OVERTURN DQ’s..

· The goal of the LEADERSHIP of US Swimming, the NCAA Swimming, and the YMCA Swimming is to be on the same PAGE.  They have been meetings regularly to establish a viable partnership.
· The US Swimming Foundation uses 100% of its collected dollars for the sport of swimming.

· 11.5% increase in registrations (262,865)
· Cullen Jones (Olympian) mobilized congressional leaders in “Splash” and has been visiting key areas of the country to promote same.

· Swim Database – 2 and ½ million swims from 163 nations
· FINA – approved swim suit process – two of five criteria by May 19, the other 5 by Dec; check US swim site for amendment to Rule 102.9 dated 6/1/2009
· Note – June 21, 2009 – has changed again to an “Open Field” for all suit vendors

· Risk Management Workshop – encouraged to send a rep to Colorado.

· 2009 EZ LC AGE Group Championships – as no bids had been made for this meet since September, 2008, a suggestion was made to have the meet at the Triangle Aquatic Club, a single 10-lane, 50 meter pool with a separate 10 lane 25 yd warm-up pool (all indoors).  The meet would have the identical program of events, but the 12 & Unders would be timed finals in the middle of the day.  The pool is in the Durham-Raleigh, North Carolina area on a mall parking lot.  Many hotels and motels nearby; also airport.  They needed a host meet director, ref, etc – all last minute with a multitude of commitments.  They voted to make a go of it pending a contract with PV and MA running the meet.
