Four Recommendations to the House of Delegates – 2009
Motions approved by Board of Directors unanimously


At the annual House of Delegate’s meeting, the registered delegates will vote on proposed motions presented by the Board of Directors.  These motions were unanimously approved during the year and are now submitted for the House of Delegate’s majority vote.
First, there is a “House-keeping item” for clarification that needs rewording at the end of the “Rules and Regulations.”  The purpose is to prevent duplication of multiple writings on the website and future editing of the same documents.

Scratch Procedures 
Motion – Add entirely new Article  4.2.5 to Rules and Regulations to define for Maryland swimming the relationship with the YMCA’s and the SWIMS database.  

“YMCA teams who request an approval or sanction (by the Coaches’ meeting in April) must have a US certified referee in attendance along with a Maryland certified Stroke and Turn Judge who will actively work at all sessions at which there are US swimmers.  In addition, to further the alliance with US swimming, a minimum of two Y officials from each Y club will attend a minimum of one US Stroke and Turn Clinic.  Most importantly, only those registered US swimmers’ times which are to be entered into the SWIMS database will be forwarded to Top 10 Times Tabulator while the $2.00 fee per swim is forwarded to the Technical Planning Chairman.”
Rules and Regulations - Records – specifies “approved and observed”; also - language 
Section 6.2    Proof of Performance. The results of all USA Swimming sanctioned meets attended by MSI member athletes will be reviewed by the Records Coordinator for new records.  The official results received by the Records Coordinator will constitute "proof of performance."  For relays, the "proof of performance" must include the names and the order of each relay swimmer.  In the case of approved or observed USA Swimming meets within or outside the LSC boundaries, a coach must complete and submit to the Records Coordinator a Maryland Swimming Record Application form.  Forwarding a copy of the meet results (via mail or e-mail) or notifying the Records Coordinator where the results can be found on-line, will constitute “proof of performance" in this case.
Rules and Regulations – Section 8 – Travel Reimbursement – This will cover athletes who are eligible to attend new “Zone Select Camps Program” sponsored by US Swimming – out-of-state.  Ten athletes travelled to the University of Buffalo in May.
Add Section 8.6 - MSI will reimburse a USA Swimming registered club up to $200 per swimmer for swimmers attending a Zone Select Camp outside the state of Maryland.  Reimbursement must be used to offset travel costs.  To be eligible for reimbursement, the swimmer must have been a Maryland resident for one year or registered with a Maryland club for one year prior to the camp..  
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
