ELIGIBILITY:  
Open to all USA registered swimmers with times slower than the 2004-2008 Short Course Yard “A” times .

All time must be submitted in Short Course Yards. “No Time” (NT) entries will be accepted.

RULES: 
Applicable 2008 USA Swimming and Maryland Swimming rules shall govern this competition, including safety guidelines and warm-up procedures. No one will be permitted on deck except USS registered athletes and individuals who are working as officials. The only exceptions will be timers and administrative staff assisting with the conduct of the meet. All coaches and officials must visibly display current USA Swimming membership identification in order to gain access to the pool deck. Starting procedures for this meet will be conducted in accordance with USA Swimming Rules, Section 102.14.4H (no-recall starting procedures). 

At the request of the United States Naval Academy, swimmers are not to leave the pool deck without appropriate attire consisting of shoes and sweats (top and bottom) or shirt and pants. 

ENTRIES: 
E-mail entries are strongly encouraged. They must be sent to entries director. Do not send entries to the meet director. The e-mail must include a Hy-Tek entry file, a Word file of the swimmers’ names and events, the amount owed to cover entry fees, and the name, e-mail address, and phone number of a team representative in case of questions regarding the entries.

The Entry Director will promptly acknowledge receipt via e-mail. If you don’t hear from her in a day or so, please resend your entries. A Team Summary Report (attached), a printed copy of the entries, and check made out to NAAC must then be mailed to the entries director and postmarked within 48 hours of the entry deadline. Entries are not considered complete until the entry director receives the check.

No deck entries will be accepted.

Swimmers entering a meet must be registered with MSI by the meet entry deadline date. Per Maryland swimming rules, any club that enters an unregistered athlete will be fined $100.00 per unregistered athlete.

A psych sheet and a meet timeline will be posted on the meet website (www.naacswim.org/abuster2008/home.html) 72 hours before the start of the meet. 

ENTRY FEES: $ 5.00 per individual event. Make checks payable to NAAC. Do not send cash. 

ENTRY LIMIT: Swimmers may enter a maximum of 4 individual events per Session.

ENTRY DEADLINE:  Maryland LSC Teams will receive first priority for this meet.  All entries from Maryland LSC Teams must be received by 8:00pm May 17, 2008. 

Entries from Non-Maryland LSC Teams will be accepted on a first come first serve basis and must be received by 8:00pm on May 23, 2008.  Please submit early to avoid being closed out.

Officials wishing to volunteer for this meet should contact the Meet Referee. Officials who are registered and planning to work at the meet will be issued parking passes by using the procedure outlined in the “Vehicle Passes” section below. 

AWARDS:  Individual Events will be awarded Ribbons 1st – 8th place for all age groups except the Open age group. All ribbons will be given to coaches at the end of the Sunday PM session.

MEET RESULTS: Real time meet results will be posted on the meet website (www.naacswim.org/abuster2008). Complete results will be e-mailed to the coaches shortly after the last event. Meet results will also be posted on the Maryland Swimming website (www.mdswim.org) 48 hours after conclusion of the meet. 

CONCESSIONS: A wide variety of food and beverages will be available from a meet concessions stand located in the Macdonough Gym. 

PROGRAMS: Meet programs covering all sessions will be available at a nominal cost. 

DIRECTIONS: From Baltimore Beltway: I 97 South to RT 50 East, Annapolis, MD 

From Washington Beltway (I-95/495): RT 50 East to Annapolis, MD 

From the Eastern Shore: RT 301/50 West to Annapolis, MD 

From Southern Maryland: RT 2 or RT 301 North to RT 50 East to Annapolis, MD 

Exit RT 50 at Exit 24, RT 70 South, Rowe Boulevard. At second light turn left on Taylor Ave, staying in the right lane. Bear right and continue to the light at King George Street and turn right. Follow King George Street until you arrive at Gate 1, USNA. 

GATE ENTRY: Every civilian visitor, over the age of 16, entering the academy should be prepared to show a photograph identification card and have his/her bags searched. 
VEHICLE PASSES: Since the pool in Macdonough Hall is not located within convenient walking distance of any of the Naval Academy gates, the normal parking limitations will not apply for this meet.

Instead, the head coach of each of participating club will be mailed two-day temporary parking passes that will allow parents, swimmers, coaches and officials to drive onto the Academy campus.  The quantity sent to each head coach will be enough for one for each coach and official, and at least one for every two swimmers.

Each team must be sure to include the appropriate information regarding passes in the team summary report, which will be sent to the meet entries director along with the check.  The passes will be mailed to the head coach no later than two days after the team summary report is received.  It will be the responsibility of the head coach to distribute the vehicle passes among the club’s swimmers (parents), assistant coaches, and officials.
Vehicles without Department of Defense identification stickers or these temporary passes will not be allowed to drive onto the Academy grounds. In that case, drivers may use public parking areas and walk in thru Gate 1 or Gate 3, or park you’re their vechicles at the Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium on Rowe Boulevard (near exit 24 off of RT 50) at a nominal cost and ride the free downtown shuttle bus.
