	General Information:
	· As the guests of the University of Maryland at Baltimore County, swimmers leaving the pool area are required to wear shirts, shorts or pants, and shoes at all times.

· In case of inclement weather, call 410–455–2716 for status of meet.  Coaches will be notified of any changes to starting times (unless due to weather or emergency).  We will have at least one mandatory coaches meeting. 

· Positive Check-in Events: The 400 IM Saturday and 500 Free on Sunday will also be positive check in events.  Positive Check-in will close 20 minutes after the start of each warm up session

· Distance events (400 IM, and 500 free) may be limited to the first 24 swimmers entered in each event.  

· The Meet Director reserves the right to combine heats or otherwise adjust the order of events.  Any entries over the limited amount will be listed as alternates with the intent to deck seed the swimmers in open lanes.  

	Facilities:
	· UMBC has an eight-lane 25-yard indoor pool.  The diving well is open for continuous warm up and warm down, after regular warm-up periods are over.

· The facility has fully automatic timing, scoreboard, electronic start, and non-turbulent lane dividers.

	Eligibility:
	· This meet is open to all Maryland LSC registered swim clubs and other USS registered clubs outside the LSC as invited by the Retriever Aquatic Club. 

· All Swimmers with at least two (2)2005-2008 USA Swimming Motivational time standards of “A” and faster are eligible to compete in the maximum allowed events in that age group.   Any individual requiring special assistance should contact the Meet Director at least 48 hours in advance.

· Entries made with no times will be rejected.

· The swimmer's age as of January 11, 2008 shall apply for the entire meet.

	Fees:
	· $5.00 for each individual event

· $11.00 for each relay event

· $4.00 surcharge for paper entries 

	Entry Deadline:
	· The Entry Chairperson must receive all entries no later than 5:00 p.m. on January 4th, 2008.
· Maryland LSC Teams who are fully participating in the meet and whose entries are received by the entry deadline will have first priority. Followed by fully participating out of LSC teams. 

· Please submit early to avoid being closed out.  

· NOTE:  PAPER ENTRIES will cost an additional $4.00 per swimmer for each swimmer not entered in HY-TEK format.

· Assigned position (Referee, Starter, and Chief Judge) requests are due to Linda Sue Lottes no later than 5:00pm January 4, 2008. 
· This is a National Certification Meet. One may apply for N2 or N3 certification. If you wish to apply for National Certification, you must be certified for one year in the position for which you are applying.  A Request for Evaluation must be to the meet referee by January 4, 2008. 

· Complete the Request for Evaluation available through this hyperlinked Request for Evaluation form available on the Maryland Swimming Web site. 

· Special notice to those interested in obtaining National Certification as a Chief Judge, Starter, or Referee:  First priority for assigned positions will be given to those seeking certification, as well as, a commitment to working all (3) sessions in one day.  This better serves the athletes and provides a consistent training experience.      Preference will also be given to those seeking either an N2 or N3 Evaluation.   If the observation is for “Recertification”, then one must work the minimum number of sessions in each position in which he/she is recertifying. For specific requirements, refer to the USA Swimming website, the Volunteers Section under Officials Certification.


	Officials Clinics
	· Officials Clinics to be held on Saturday and Sunday between afternoon prelims and finals.  Watch for announcements on the MSI Web Page.

	Coaches
	· The General Meeting will be held at 7:00 a.m. on Friday.  If a representative from your team cannot attend, you are responsible for obtaining the information given at the meeting.

	Awards
	· For 14 and under age groups, 1st – 3rd place individuals receive medals, 4th – 8th individuals ribbons, 1st – 3rd relays ribbons, (14 and under).   

· $50 contribution to any team’s travel fund for a Senior National cut time, up to a maximum of two events per swimmer.

· High point awards for the top male and female swimmer in each age group will be awarded.  Also, a special memorial plaque will be given to the winner of the Men’s 100 free.

	Rules
	· Applicable USA Swimming Rules and Maryland Swimming Rules shall govern this meet, with the following modifications.

· Unless otherwise noted, all events will be conducted as prelims and finals with consolation final and final race (swum in this order) for the Open events and final race for all other age groups. 
· Any swimmer registered with Maryland Swimming qualifying for a consolation final or final race who fails to compete in said final on Sunday will incur the relevant Maryland Swimming Penalty ($50.00).
· All relay events will be conducted as timed finals.  
· The Positive Check in Sheets for the 400 IM and the 500 Free will be located at the scratch table.

· Scratches from finals must be done directly with the official at the scratch table.

· No one will be permitted on the pool deck unless they are registered with USS as an athlete or as a non-athlete working at the meet.  The only exception is for the timers and volunteers assisting with the conduct of the meet. 
·  Coaches and Officials:  You must wear your credentials while on deck.

	Directions:
	· From North:  Take the Baltimore Beltway (I-695 Outer Loop)  to Exit 12-C, Wilkens Avenue. 

· At the traffic light, turn Left onto Wilkens Avenue. 

· Turn Left again at the first traffic light onto Walker Avenue (~1 Mile). 

· Turn Right at the Stop Sign onto Hilltop Circle.  

· The UMBC pool is ~ ½ mile around the circle. 

· Turn Left onto Administration Drive. 

· The UMBC pool is on the right behind the UMBC Fieldhouse. 

· Parking Lot 10 is in front of the Retriever Athletic Center.  To reach parking garage, continue past Administration Drive, and turn left onto Library Drive.

· From South:  Take I-95 north to 195/166.

· Once on exit ramp, veer left towards Catonsville/UMBC.

· From 166/195, entrance to campus is clearly marked on the right.  Proceed onto Hilltop Circle.  From Hilltop Circle, take a left on Administration Drive to park in lot 10, or park on Hilltop Circle.
