	The meet is open to any USA Swimming-registered athlete registered as of April 25, 2008.  Entries to all events made with NO TIMES (NT) will be accepted.  The swimmer’s age as of the first day of the meet (May 3, 2008) shall apply.  The Meet Director reserves the right to limit entries based on the date of receipt and / or eliminate certain heats or events to ensure the time limit per session is compliant with Maryland Swimming and USA Swimming guidelines.

Clubs who enter swimmers who are not registered by April 25, 2008 will be fined $100.00 and the swimmers, in accordance with Maryland Swimming rules, will not be allowed to compete.

	Entries:
	Entry times must be in short course yards.  NO TIME (NT) entries are acceptable.  Swimmers may enter up to four (4) individual events plus one (1) relay per session.

All Maryland LSC Teams will have first priority if entries are received by the deadline.

All entries must be received by 6:00 PM, Saturday, April 25, 2008.  The Meet Director reserves the right to limit entries, if necessary.
All entries must be submitted either by email (preferred) using Hy-Tek’s .HVY file or a computer disk using Hy-Tek’s software with a hard copy printout included.  Payment for all email files must be received by April 25, 2008.  As soon as the files have been received through email, the Clippers will consider them official.  However, if a team’s payment is not received by April 25, 2008, the Clippers reserve the right to remove the swimmers from the meet and enter swimmers from other teams.  Teams entering with less than 10 swimmers can submit written entries on computer entry forms or via email.

The Clippers will make every effort to confirm email entries are received within 24 hours of receipt.
