	Eligibility/Times:
	Open to all USA Swimming registered swimmers who meet the qualifying time standards set out in the attached order of events.  Swimmers who qualify for 2 events are eligible to swim additional events up to the meet entry limit.  No entrant will be permitted to compete unless that entrant is a member of USA Swimming as provided in Article 302 of the USA Swimming Rules and Regulation.  


	
	

	Rules:


Rules (cont):

	Applicable USA Swimming rules shall govern this competition.  Maryland Swimming rules shall also apply. USA SWIMMING/MD SAFETY GUIDELINES AND WARM-UP PROCEDURES WILL BE IN EFFECT FOR THE ENTIRE MEET.  No one will be permitted in the competition area of the pool deck unless they are registered with USA Swimming as an athlete or as a non-athlete working the meet and in possession of their USA Swimming card or credentials.  The only exception will be for timers and administrative staff assisting with the conduct of the meet.

No Recall Procedures: The no-recall rule will be in effect.  (2001 USA Swimming Rule 102.14.4H)

Scratch procedures described in USA Rule 207.5.9D&E (*) will be followed for the Consolation, Final, and Bonus heats.

* Rule 207.5D&E - 

D.
Scratching from finals.

1) Any swimmer qualifying for a C, B or A (bonus final, consolation final or) final race in an individual event who fails to compete in said final shall be barred from further competition for the remainder of the meet, except as noted in paragraph E.

2) In the event of withdrawal or barring of a swimmer from competition the Referee shall fill the C, B, or A (bonus final, consolation final or) final, when possible, with the next qualified swimmer(s).  First and second alternates shall be announced along with the final qualifiers.  These alternates shall not be penalized if unavailable to compete in the finals.

3) Where C or B (bonus or consolation) finals have not been swum and a barring or withdrawal is known to the Referee, the Referee shall reseed the C, B and A (bonus final, consolation final and the) final, if necessary, to insert the alternate(s) in the appropriate lane(s), filling all lanes in the final.

E.
Exceptions for Failure to compete - No penalty shall apply for 

            failure to withdraw or compete in an individual event if:

1) The Referee is notified in the event of illness or injury and accepts the proof thereof.

2) A swimmer qualifying for a C, B or A (consolation final or) final race based upon the results of the preliminaries notifies the Referee within thirty (30) minutes after announcement of the qualifiers for that race that they may not intend to compete and further declares their final intentions within thirty (30) minutes following their last individual preliminary event.

3) It is determined by the Referee that failure to compete is caused by circumstances beyond the control of the swimmer.

Positive Check In for the 1650 Free is required by 5:30 PM Friday.  Positive Check In for the 1000 Free is required by 10:45 AM on Saturday.  There will be no penalty for not checking in for timed finals distance events.  However, once checked in, the swimmer must compete or be scratched from his/her next individual event.

NOTE:  The team of a Maryland registered swimmer will incur a fine of $50.00 (fifty dollars) if that swimmer fails to scratch and does not appear for the final of their last event of the meet.




	Entry Information:
	Entries must be submitted by computer disk (3 1/2 HD preferred) for clubs with the Hytek Meet Manager/Team Manager/Commlink software.  Computer entries must be accompanied by hard copy printout and individual computer entry sheet.

	
	

	Entry Limit:
	Participants are limited to a maximum of 3 events per day.  The Meet Director reserves the right to limit the entries.  The 1650 Free and 1000 Free will be limited to not more than 6 total heats.  Swimmers who meet the qualifying times for 2 events may swim additional events up to the meet maximum.

	
	

	Entry Fees:
	$4.50 per individual event;  $10.00 per relay.  Each team is requested to submit one check for the entire team’s entries.  Make checks payable to “ASC”.

	
	

	Entry Deadline:
	All entries must be in the hands of the Meet Entry Chairperson by 5:00 PM, Friday, January 16, 2004.  All entries must be accompanied by a check or money order payable to “ASC”.  No electronic mail entries will be accepted.  The meet director reserves the right to limit entries based on date and time of receipt by the Meet Entry Chairperson.  In anticipation of the large number of entries, priority will be given to entering teams in the following order:  All Maryland LSC Teams fully participating will have first priority if entries are received by the deadline. Out of LSC Teams fully participating will have next priority followed by MD LSC Teams participating in only selected sessions of the meet.  Final priority will be given to those teams outside the LSC participating in only selected sessions of the meet. Clubs whose entries are not accepted due to over-subscription will be notified and their entry fees returned.
