	FACILITY
	The Arundel Olympic Swim Center is a 50 meter indoor facility.  The competition pool is a twenty-five yard, eight lane pool, 6 to 13 feet in depth with non-turbulent lane dividers.  Colorado automatic timing system, scoreboard, horn/strobe start.  Lanes will be available during the meet for warm-up and swim down when appropriate supervision is provided by the swimmer’s coach/club.

	
	

	RULES


	The meet will be governed by current USA Swimming Rules.  All participants must be registered USA Swimming athletes.  Maryland Swimming, Inc. rules shall also apply. No on deck registrations are permitted. Swimmers entering the meet must be registered with MSI by the meet entry deadline date. Per Maryland Swimming rules, any club that enters an unregistered athlete will be fined $100.00 per unregistered athlete.

Scratch Procedures:  Maryland Swimming, Inc. Scratch Procedures – Parts I-IV – will be used for this meet and are attached to this notice.  The team of a Maryland registered swimmer will incur a fine of $50.00 (fifty dollars) if that swimmer fails to scratch and does not appear for the final of their last event of the meet.

· The 1650 Free will be swam alternating heats of women and men from fastest to slowest

	This meet is open to all USA Swimming registered swimmers who meet the qualifying time standards set out in the attached Order of Events

· Age is determined by the swimmer’s age on February 9, 2007

· Participants are limited to a maximum of three (3) events per day

· Swimmers who qualify for two (2) events are eligible to swim additional events up to the meet entry limit

· The Meet Director reserves the right to limit the entries

· The 1650 Free will be limited to not more than six (6) total heats

· Positive Check-ins:  1650 Free - 5:30 PM on Friday, February 9; 400 IM - 7:30 AM on Saturday, February 10; 500 Free 7:30 AM on Sunday, February 11 

· There will be no penalty for not checking in for timed finals distance events.  However, once checked in, the swimmer must compete or be scratched from his/her next individual event.

	Entries must be submitted by computer disk (3 1/2 HD preferred) for clubs with the Hytek Meet Manager/Team Manager/Commlink software.  Computer entries must be accompanied by hard copy printout and individual computer entry sheet.

DEADLINE
	All entries must be in the hands of the Meet Entry Chairperson by 5:00 PM, Monday, January 22, 2007.  All entries must be accompanied by a check or money order payable to “ASC”.  The meet director reserves the right to limit entries based on date and time of receipt by the Meet Entry Chairperson.  In anticipation of the large number of entries, priority will be given to entering teams in the following order:  All Maryland LSC Teams fully participating will have first priority if entries are received by the deadline. Out of LSC Teams fully participating will have next priority followed by MD LSC Teams participating in only selected sessions of the meet.  Final priority will be given to those teams outside the LSC participating in only selected sessions of the meet. Clubs whose entries are not accepted due to over-subscription will be notified and their entry fees returned.
