Open to all USA Swimming registered swimmers with times slower than 2005 BB Short Course Yard Times.

RULES:
Applicable USA Swimming  rules shall govern this competition.  Maryland Swimming  rules shall also apply.  USA Swimming/MD SAFETY GUIDELINES AND WARM-UP PROCEDURES WILL BE IN EFFECT FOR THE ENTIRE MEET.  No one will be permitted on the pool deck unless he/she is registered with USA Swimming as an athlete, or as a non-athlete working at the meet.  The only exceptions will be the timers and administrative staff assisting the meet.  All coaches and officials must display credentials while on deck.  


No-Recall Procedure:  The no-recall rule will be in effect. (USA Swimming Rule 102.14.4H)

ENTRIES INFO:
Entries should be submitted by computer disk (3 & 1/2 high density preferred) for clubs with the HYTEK MEET MANAGER/COMMLINK® software. Computer entries must be accompanied by hard copy printout and individual computer entry sheets.


Entries may be submitted through your club on computer entry sheets per the attached sample.  Individual computer entry sheets must be accompanied by team roster and contact information for a team representative.

ENTRY DEADLINE:
All entries must be received by the Meet Entries Chairperson by Saturday, November 20, 2004. Maryland LSC Teams whose entries are received by the deadline date will have first priority. The Meet Director reserves the right to limit entries based on the date and time of receipt by the Meet Entry Chairperson. All entries must be accompanied by a check or money order (please do not send cash) payable to "NAAC." Clubs whose entries are not accepted because of over subscription will be notified and all fees returned. Telephone entries will not be accepted. From Baltimore Beltway:  I 97 South to RT 50 East, Annapolis, MD


From Washington Beltway (I-95/495):  RT 50 East to Annapolis, MD


From the Eastern Shore:  RT 301/50 West to Annapolis, MD


From Southern Maryland:  RT 2 or RT 301 North to RT 50 East to Annapolis, MD


Exit RT 50 at Exit 24, RT 70 South, Rowe Boulevard. After 2nd traffic light use left lane. Follow detour signs – if there is construction before you reach the State Capitol Building.  Left on College Ave. Right at the traffic light onto King George Street; proceed to United States Naval Academy Visitors Gate #1.  Continue straight after the gate.  Lejeune Hall is the large building on the left. Please do not plan to arrive before 7:00 AM since the gates will not be open and there is no parking area outside of the gate. Please remember, the US Naval Academy is federal property and tickets received (speeding and/or illegal parking) are federal offenses.
PARKING NOTE:
There is limited parking in the vicinity of Lejeune Hall. Participants/spectators should carpool where possible and drivers should be prepared to drop off swimmers and spectators and walk back to Lejeune. CARS PARKED ILLEGALLY WILL BE TICKETED AND/OR TOWED AT OWNER'S EXPENSE

Security:  The USNA is currently in a heightened level of security readiness and awareness.  There is an increase in security 

measures in effect at the USNA and other Department of Defense (DoD) facilities since the Sept. 11 terrorist attacks.  

If your vehicle does not have a DoD decal, you are welcome to visit the USNA, but your vehicle will not be permitted onboard.  Vehicles without Department of Defense identification stickers are not allowed to drive onto the academy’s grounds, until further notice.  You may use public parking areas and walk in thru Gate 1 or Gate 3, or park your vehicle at the Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium and ride the Courtesy Shuttle, when one is operating.  
Vehicles are encouraged to park at the Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium off Rowe Boulevard.  NAAC will have a representative at the Stadium parking lot for directing meet visitors.  Free shuttle service, running every 15-20 minutes between 6:00 am and 9 pm will ferry people around the academy, stopping at Hubbard, Luce, and Alumni Halls, as well as the Visitor’s Center (across the street from the Lejeune Hall pool, where the meet will be held).

The Navy Marine Corps Memorial Stadium is located by getting onto Roscoe Rowe Blvd towards Annapolis from Rte 50.  Then turn right from Rowe Blvd onto either Farragut Rd. or Taylor Ave, proceeding about one block on either until you turn into the stadium parking lot.  Suggest that you park near the south end (Taylor Ave entrance side) for a short walk to the shuttle bus.
