	Other important messages…

The 500 Freestyle sessions will begin 30 minutes after the completion of the last 200-yard Butterfly race (event 38), during which time the pool will be open for warm-ups.  Clippers will send a timeline to each team.  The timeline will point out approximate time for the end of the 200 Butterfly race.  Each team is responsible for reviewing the timeline and ensuring swimmers are there by the last race in Event 38.  The 500 Free or Session 3 warm-up sessions will take place 30 minutes after the completion of the last 200 Butterfly race.   .  

The 500 Free and the 1000 Free will be seeded fastest to slowest alternating boys and girls. – 

Each 500 and 1000 swimmer must provide their own counter.

A time line will be sent to each team no later than Wednesday, February 21, 2007.

Saturday and Sunday Mornings – 8 & Under mini meet will receive heat winner ribbons.  All participants will be awarded ribbons for placements 1 – 8.



	Facilities:
Indoor six-lane 25-yard pool, non-turbulent lane lines.  The meet is run using the Colorado timing system.  Results will be posted continuously throughout the meet.

	Eligibility:                 Open to all USA Swimming registered swimmers who are registered as of February 14, 2007.  Clubs who enter swimmers who are not registered by February 14th will be fined $100.00 and the swimmers will not be allowed to compete in accordance to Maryland Swimming rules.



	Rules:                 Applicable USA Swimming rules shall govern this competition.  MD Swimming Rules shall also apply. USA SWIMMING/MD SAFETY GUIDELINES AND WARM-UP PROCEDURES WILL BE IN EFFECT FOR THE ENTIRE MEET.  No one will be permitted on the pool deck unless they are registered with USA Swimming as an athlete or as a non-athlete working the meet. The only exception will be for timers and administrative staff assisting with the conduct of the meet.



	Entry Information:
Times:  Entry times must be in short course yards.  “No time” entries are acceptable.  Mini Meet swimmers may enter up to four (4) events per session plus relays.  The Saturday afternoon 200 yard session swimmers will be limited to two (2) events.  Maryland Swimming LSC teams will have first priority.

Fees:  $4.00 per individual event, $8.00 per relay.


MAKE CHECKS OUT TO “CAA”


All entries must be submitted either by email using Hytek’s file or a computer disks using Hy-Tek’s software with a hard copy printout included.  Payment for all email files must be received by February 14, 2006.  As soon as the files have been received through email, the Clippers will consider them official.  However, if payment is not forwarded by February 14, 2007, the Clippers reserve the right to reseed swimmers from other teams.  Teams entering with less than 10 swimmers can submit written entries on computer entry forms or via email.  

Deck registrations will NOT be permitted.
The Meet Director reserves the right to limit entries.

All entries must be received by 6:00 PM on Wednesday, February 14, 2006.
