Open to all USA Swimming registered swimmers with times slower than 2005-2008 ‘A’ time standards for USA Swimming Motivational Long Course. 

Rules:
Applicable USA Swimming rules shall govern this competition.  Maryland Swimming rules shall also apply.  The meet director reserves the right to limit entries.  USA Swimming / MD Swimming Safety Guidelines and Warm-up Procedures will be in effect for the entire meet.  No one will be permitted in the competition area unless he or she is registered with USA Swimming as a coach, an athlete or an official working at the meet.  The only exception will be for timers and administrative staff assisting with the conduct of the meet. All coaches and officials must display their credentials while on deck.

Entry Information:

Swimmers may enter a maximum of four (4) individual events, plus one relay, per day. Please enter with LONG COURSE METER TIMES. “No Time,” i.e., “NT” entries also will be accepted.

Deck entries will be allowed on an exceptional basis, if starting positions are available.

Entry Limits:
Swimmers may enter a maximum of 4 individual events, plus one relay per day.

Entry Fees:
$ 4.50 per individual event. $ 10.00 per relay event.  Each club is requested to remit one check for the entire team’s entries.  Please make checks payable to: “NAAC.”  Do not send cash. Deck entries will be $6.00 per individual event and $15.00 per relay event.

Heat Winner Ribbons will be awarded only to 10 and under age group events.  All ribbons will be given to coaches at the end of the Sunday PM session.

Meet programs covering all sessions will be available at a nominal cost.

Conduct at USNA:
AT THE REQUEST OF THE UNITED STATES NAVAL ACADEMY, SWIMMERS   MAY   NOT   LEAVE   THE   POOL   DECK   WITHOUT APPROPRIATE ATTIRE.  APPROPRIATE ATTIRE DEFINED: “SHOES, SWEATS (TOP & BOTTOM), or SHIRT and PANTS or SHORTS.”


All rules of the U.S. Naval Academy will apply.  Coaches will be responsible for the conduct of their athletes.  Parents will be responsible for the conduct of their children.  Failure to follow these rules or any inappropriate behavior may result in the athlete being barred from further competition in the meet.

Directions:
From Baltimore Beltway (I-695):  I 97 South to RT 50 East, Annapolis (Follow 1 below)


From Washington Beltway (I-95/495):  RT 50 East to Annapolis (Follow 1 below)


From the Maryland Eastern Shore:  RT 301/50 West to Annapolis (Follow 1 below)


From Southern Maryland: RT 2 or RT 301 North to RT 50 East to Annapolis (Follow 1 below)


Exit RT 50 at Exit 24, RT 70 South, Rowe Boulevard. At the 2nd traffic light, turn left on Taylor Avenue.  Stay in the right lane and turn right at the dead end, continuing in the right lane.  Turn right at the next light on King George Street.  King George Street will take you to Gate One of the Naval Academy.

Security/Parking:
The USNA is currently in a heightened level of security readiness and awareness.  

If your vehicle does not have a DoD decal, you are welcome to visit the USNA, but your vehicle will not be permitted on the USNA grounds.  Vehicles without Department of Defense identification stickers are not allowed to drive onto the academy’s grounds until further notice.  You may use public parking areas and walk in thru Gate 1 or Gate 3, or park your vehicle at the Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium and ride the Courtesy Shuttle.  Shuttle Service will be provided throughout the day beginning one hour before warm-ups and ending one hour after the conclusion of the meet.

The only exception will be for drivers of vehicles with valid handicap decals and/or plates – and those vehicles will be searched.  The Naval Academy does not issue temporary vehicle passes to general visitors.  Other precautions and information include:

· Vehicles are encouraged to park at the Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium off Rowe Boulevard.  NAAC will have a representative at the Stadium parking lot for directing meet visitors.  Free shuttle service is provided every 15-20 minutes beginning one hour before warm-ups.  Stops are at at Hubbard, Luce, and Alumni Halls, as well as the Visitor’s Center (across the street from the Lejeune Hall pool, where the meet will be held).

· The Navy Marine Corps Memorial Stadium is located by getting onto Roscoe Rowe Blvd towards Annapolis from Rte 50.  Then turn right from Rowe Blvd onto Taylor Ave, proceeding past the stadium and turn into the stadium parking lot on the right.  Suggest that you park near the south end (Taylor Ave entrance side) for a short walk to the shuttle bus.

· Every civilian visitor, over the age of 16, entering the academy should be prepared to show a photograph identification card and have his/her bags searched.   All the security information released by the Naval Academy can be found on the school’s Web site at www.usna.edu, or by calling 410-293-1000.   

· The USNA believes that, with the increased security, the visitors from area aquatics and swimming clubs and their guests will have the same pleasant experience they have had in the past, both at the academy and the city of Annapolis.

Vehicle Passes:
The Naval Academy does not issue temporary vehicle passes to athlete families.  NAAC will obtain temporary vehicle passes for Coaches and Officials who are  registered to attend and planning to work the Meet.  To obtain a pass, e-mail no later than May 20, ravers@usna.edu with your full name, the make, model, and color of your vehicle along with the license plate number and the state of issuance.  Please remember that these passes are not issued as a right, but as a privilege.  Include your home address in the event that the passes are mailed to you.  Passes will be distributed through the mail or at Gate 1 by a representative of NAAC.  Watch the NAAC web site for up-to-date information about vehicle passes.
